RE: Request to Review and Terminate 2007 Memorandum of Agreement by and
between the Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) and Maricopa

County

Dear Chairman Kunasek:

We, the Arizona Civil Rights Advisory Board (ACRAB), write to request that you, the
Maricopa County Board of Supervisors (the Board), as a party and signatory to the 2007
Memorandum of Agreement (MOA) between ICE and Maricopa County, review and consider
immediate termination of the MOA. While Sheriff Joe Arpaio as the elected sheriff may make

policy decisions regarding how and when he enforces what laws, Maricopa County is the party
entering this MOA. Since the Board entered into the MOA and allowed MCSO the authority to
implement and administer the MOA, it is time to review this MOA and in these trying economic
times assess the best use of limited resources. We are aware of the gravity of such request

and cognizant that the Board has received numerous complaints and requests to limit or curtail
the actions of Sheriff Arpaio. While often the Board is limited in what action it may take as to an
elected official, the Board in its own fiduciary duty must look to these immigrations sweeps
conducted under the auspices of this MOA, entered under your authority, and ask the simple
question: Is our continued participation in this MOA in the best interest of our county? We
believe the answer to that question will be -- no.

We are a volunteer body appointed by the Arizona Governor and authorized under
A.R.S. §41-1402(A) to make periodic surveys of the existence and effect of discrimination in the
enjoyment of civil rights by any person within the state of Arizona, to foster the elimination of
discrimination through community effort, and to issue publications of the results of studies,
investigations and research as in its judgment will tend to promote goodwill and the elimination
of discrimination between persons because of race, color, religion, sex, age, disability, familial
status or national origin. During 2008 we hosted three public forums in Phoenix, Tucson, and
